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OPERATION
1. After unhitching the feeder,

pivot the tongue to a vertical po-

sition and secure by hooking

S-hook on chain weldment

around tongue and back to

chain link.

2. For convenience, a telescop-

ing hitch is provided. The hitch

can be unlatched and extended

out for easy hook up to the trac-

tor or implement drawbar. Be

sure to lock the hitch by backing

up until it latches; before pro-

ceeding forward.

ADJUSTMENT

The perimeter cable height is adjustable to accommodate different livestock sizes.

1. Where the cable passes through each upright on the side assemblies, loosen but do not re-
move the set bolt over the adjusting slot. Slide cable up or down and retighten. See Figure 1.

2. At each of the 4 corner posts, loosen the cable pulley weldment and slide up or down.
Retighten.

3. Using the turnbuckle, tighten the cable annually to reduce wear.

LUBRICATION

1. Grease the two fittings on the front steering pivot post monthly. See Figure 1 .

2. Repack all wheel hub bearings annually.

3. For 30 ft. feeders and 24 ft. feeders with optional tandem axle, grease the fitting on the two tan-

dem beams monthly. See Figure 3.

PREPARE FOR ASSEMBLY (See Figure 2)

The feeder is shipped with subassemblies

packaged inside the unit. Lift out the front steer-

ing assembly, the two end panels, and the cen-

ter support braces.

PIVOT SIDES INTO POSITION AND IN-
STALL CENTER BRACES

1. Set up one side at a time. Pivot the side to an

upright position. Securely hold side in position

by having other persons hold it or use a hoist

(loader, etc.) to hold it.

2. Install a center brace to each tab welded to

the raised center of feeder bottom. The brace is

installed with the channel legs facing down; the

cropped corners toward the center of the

feeder and bolts inserted from the top. The

outer end of brace attaches over the tab

welded to the upright on the side frame. Do

not tighten braces at this time.

WARNING: NEVER REACH UNDER

A VERTICAL SIDE FROM THE OUTSIDE

TO INSTALL CENTER BRACES. IF THE

SIDE SHOULD FALL YOU WILL BE

CRUSHED IN THE PINCH POINT. FAIL-

URE TO HEED MAY RESULT IN SERIOUS

PERSONAL INJURY OR DEATH.

3. If a 1” thick block of wood is inserted be-

tween the top surface of the braces and

lower edge of the sides, it will improve align-

ment to install the end panels between the

sides in the next step.

INSTALL END PANELS

1. Install end panels with sheet metal toward

inside. NOTE that the rear panel has reflective

decals and a SMV sign socket on it.

2. Remove the loosely assembled bolts, flat

washers and lock nuts from the ends of the

sides where the end panels will bolt.

3. Install the end panels inside the taper cre-

ated by the two sides. Pound with wood block

or mallet on top edge of end panel until bolts

can be reinstalled, loosely. Bolts are inserted

from outside with flat washers on each side.

Continue to bump panels until they are flush

with sides. Tighten bolts.

4. Remove 1” wood blocks and tighten center

braces.

INSTALL WHEELS AND HITCH

1. On 30 ft. feeders and 24 ft feeders with op-

tional tandem axle, assembly the tandem walk-

ing beam to the axle tube (See Figure 3).

2. Assemble the wheel assemblies to the rear

axle hubs. Mount with valve stems facing to in-

side.

3. Lift the front of the feeder and slide hitch

weldment tube into the tube welded to the front

of the feeder. Assemble wheel assemblies to

each hub on the hitch. Mount with valve stems

facing to inside.

FINAL ASSEMBLY

1. If necessary, adjust the cable height around

the perimeter of the feeder as described in Ad-

justments section.

2. Remove all slack from the cable at the front

by strongly pulling the slack forward and tight-

ening the turnbuckle. Correct tension is when

you can only deflect the cable about ½ by pull-

ing on it.

3. Lubricate the unit as described in Lubrica-

tion section.

ASSEMBLE AS BALE TRANSPORTER

(See Figure 4.)

1. The feeder can be used as a round bale

transporter. Following the safety precautions

previously outlined, remove the end panels

and the center braces from the feeder. Care-

fully pivot the sides back into the bottom of the

feeder.

2. Place 4x4x10’ wood beams across the

frame of the feeder. corresponding with the

predrilled holes along the edges of the frame.

Fasten to frame with 3/8 bolts and nuts.

3. A kit is available from the manufacturer in-

cluding wood beams and hardware ready to in-

stall. If you choose to fabricate your own

beams, use suitable beams and drill for 3/8

bolts to fasten to factory drilled holes along the

edges of the frame.

4. Round bales can be loaded between the

wood beams from each side of the feeder.
